WATER SITUATION PRIOR TO WELL INSTALLATION

The majority of the households in the area have no access to clean water. Where safe water sources (such
as hand pumps or wells) have been installed nearby, they are limited in number and shared by the entire
village. This reduces the availability, flow and purity of the water. Thus every day, women and children are
forced to walk for miles to find water or they drink whatever water is available despite the health risks. The

journey can take hours; the women are away from their home and family and the children are unable to go
to school.

WATER PROBLEMS

Pakistan faces an acute shortage of drinking water. It is a dry country and heavily dependent on glacier
melt water and monsoon rains to replenish its surface water. Roughly 35 per cent of the population (65
million people) have no access to a source of clean water. Over two-thirds of the population live in rural
areas, where a lack of infrastructure means no water supply, and it is common for people to travel for
long distances to fetch water for their daily needs.
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
